The Boundless Security SystemTM has been tested on the
world’s largest wireless mesh network, the global Iridium satellite
network, whose very low data rate, long latencies and mobile-
originated operation have twarted other video surveillance
systems. Boundless can exploit low speed, terrestrial, linear,
serial mesh networks to span large distances at low power and
cost, while nearly instantly providing mobile task forces and
distant command centers with live and recorded video from the
field when it and third-party sensors detect potential threats.

BSSI provides many video streams for each camera
simultaneously, with d ifferent resolutions, frame rates
and d ata rates. Video is recorded in each Outdoor View
with better quality than can be sent live. All streams are
available live (bandwidth-permitt ing) and recorded,
optimizing communications for long -haul, wireless
networks and satisfying different needs for situation
assessment, monitoring and investigations.
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Mobile task forces and d istant command centers alike receive
audible event notifications in less than 5 seconds, without e-

mail or text message delays, with both live and recorded video,
not just snapshots. Motion, and others’ sensors, are triggers.
